Mays Brewery in Brook Street  
 

It was established in 1755 by 
the May family where The  
Anvil is now, but was taken 
over in 1920 when John May 
died. After the death of       
Edward Blatch, the director of 
the brewery, in 1946  it was 
bought by  Simonds of    
Reading, who agreed that 
brewing operations would  
continue for a minimum of 
three years at Basingstoke. 

The large complex of buildings 
saw nearly 200 years of beer 
making before it was closed 
down in 1950. The building 
was demolished during 
1966/67.  'Basingstoke Porter' 
was bottled in 1987 by Pitfield 
Brewery in Commemoration of 
the 40th Anniversary of the 
takeover of John May's    
Brewery by Simonds.
