A Neighborhood Renewal Strategy would set the “Form and Function” for Infrastructure.  There is no template other than looking at nearby examples.  The Council would be looking for local volunteers to undertake most of the work and the Officers would assist on technical and procedural matters.  Then the BCA sends a draft NDS to the Officers, then a Steering Group meeting, Officers consult within B&DBC, BCA consolidate Officer comments, BCA Resident Consultation exercise with diagrams, BCA consolidate Resident comments with Officers, then submit to the Council Planning Committee, then the Council Scrutiny Committee.  Whole process takes approximately 2 years.
