1.7.1 Process: Any plan uses a steering group to consult and develop a community response and a vision which identifies the good and bad issues about the “look and feel” with services, land use and social issues.  Then submit to the B&DBC Communities Dept.  Whole process can take approx 2 years.  AR suggested a two pronged approach of Community Plan and Village Design Statement.

Village Design Statement is a material consideration for planning application decisions and sits below the Local Plan.  Deals with aesthetics and is not proactive. Neighbourhood Plan has the same weight as the Local Plan meaning more issues and a lot of work on process and complexity. Needs a Planning Policy Officer for Evidence based Community Consultation assessed by an Independent Examiner (Inspector is Consulted).  Requires area referendum >50% vote to pass, Development Control training, town area registration and forum setup.  £7K Planning Aid.
