2 Apologies:
Were received from Doris Jones (Local B&DBC councillor).

Previous minutes:

The minutes of meeting Nr 4 held on 23Nov06 were approved as a true record. The chairman signed and dated the secretary’s copy of the minutes as a true record.

The chair agreed to forward copies to Sarah and Bob by email as he had their address.

3.Process:

In line with the forewarned likely-hood that the B&DBC would ask the developer to withdraw the application, he did so. The BCA had been advised of the 5Dec06 withdrawal of the previous proposals ref BDB/64360 on 7Dec06. We had therefore not attended any meeting with the council in the interim.

On 5Jan07 the developer lodged a new application BDB/65185 which was only advised to the BCA CWWSC on 25Jan07 who met at the B&DBC offices on 1Feb07 to view the changes. Consequently the next BCA CWWSC meeting was set for 8Feb07 with a view to progressively submitting formal responses to B&DBC by or before the date set by B&DBC of the 23Feb07.

There will then be a three week period whilst the officers compile their report and recommendations to the dev. control sub-committee of the council in preparation for the B&DBC dev control SC mtg. set for 4Apr07. We will have a further opportunity to influence the officer’s report with a suggested list of condition clauses to be attached to any approval.

4. Councillor’s reports

JS advised that the BDB/ 65185 CWW proposed dev. was probably going to go on the list for the 4Apr07 mtg. There appeared not to be many changes but some more reports. Each would need detailed comment from the BCA. Gemma Page had asked that the BCA look again at the 76 point spreadsheet and update it relative to the new proposal. 

One point in particular relating to the roads proposal attaches HCC and B&DBC responses; this email needs to be checked in detail.

It was agreed that BCA CWW SC would proceed to get the details on the list completed and would be prepared to attend any meeting with B&DBC.

In conclusion, JS suggested a “Members’ Summary” focussing on the Landmark Building, Noise, Road/Rail/Buses/Parking and Sewerage before and at the April  BDBC Planning Committee public meeting Review of BDB/65185.

5. Officers reports No B&DBC officers were present (Lisa Souden was on holiday until 23Feb07.

6 &7. Reps and Individual reports:

The Victory Hill group had prepared and obtained a 150+ signature petition objecting to the proposal to build on the land which should be left as open space. It was agreed that the petition should be presented from the VH group at the full council meeting on 15Feb07. The objective would be to influence members to think again, MC agreed to speak (if permitted) to the council; he will contact Charlotte Parfitt at the council.

The BCA noted that the CWW space was the last green space immediately west of the town centre, future generations may thank the B&DBC for their foresight in leaving this green lung in what will become an ever more densely developed urban area. 

CH stated that he would check the site plan for disability access issues. DDA compliant access within and to/from the site were important matters.

It was suggested that the road should be made one way (anticlockwise) as it was clearly too narrow for two-way traffic. Great difficulties for disabled people could be foreseen.

A conflict with the B&DBC disabled parking policy was immediately evident.

The central N/S emergency road contravened the regulations at a slope of 1:10. Check design and access statement Jan2007. 

West path from VH could drop into the site by the courtyard flats on the north side. Width min.1.7m slope max 1:15, no steps, path lights required. Mixed use for cycles as well, check min width requirements. TBS to check technical feasibility.

Provision for waste and recycling bins, positioning in use, at emptying days and control of haphazard replacement to be written in.

Provision for disability vehicle parking, safe overnight and re-charging to be detailed.

Parking was minimal and needs a full response.

Public transport was still not firmly addressed.

The signalised right turn was still proposed, HCC, fire and ambulance responses not defined.

The sewage and surface water provision s were totally inadequate; consider reed beds, wild life area. Grey water re-use. Full response to prepared.

The BCA objected to the “landmark building” a fully detailed reasoning is to be presented. Note 9.61 considered to be substantially adverse.

The noise issue had come to the fore and needs detailed responses. A condition will need to be imposed

The mixed ownership issue was problematic. Vandalism would be rife.

It was agreed that as parallel exercise an abridged list of main objections be prepared to help councillors understand the main points.

Reference to CABE, BCA CWWSC had referred the scheme to CABE for comment (see subsequent BCA CWWSC design statement). CABE to be approached to respond to new scheme.

Not a mixed development (no shops, no workshops) the estate will be will be empty all day with the majority commuting out leaving a haven for burglars.

BCA CWWSC  to check the local plan statement of principle. It was feared that the scheme had progressed too far.

Press release to be prepared if decision goes against BCA CWWSC.

It was agreed to make use of the website and emails, also links to other local interest websites eg Village News.

8. Outstanding issues, 

It was agreed to update the list with the detailed comments from all and via emails.

9. AOB All members to quote referenced papers and paragraphs at all times. Generalised objections to go in from individuals now and next week.
